	From the Classroom

	Curriculum
Year 3
English:
This term in English students are learning to create a narrative text that engages an audience through the use of language features and narrative text structure. They will be studying the novel Matty Forever by Elizabeth Fensham and looking at the language features used in this text. Students will also learn how images convey meaning through shot size, layout, proximity, angle and perspective. They will read texts and respond to questions identifying literal meaning and explaining inferred meaning. They will describe how stories are developed through characters, events and images.

Mathematics:
In Mathematics this term students will recognise, model, represent and order numbers to at least 10 000. They will apply place value to partition, rearrange and regroup numbers to assist calculations and solve problems. Students will also describe, continue, and create number patterns resulting from performing addition or subtraction. Students will have the opportunity to represent money values in multiple ways and count the change required for simple transactions to the nearest five cents.

Science:
In Science this term our unit is called ‘What’s The Matter?’ Students will use their understanding of materials and the behaviour of heat to suggest explanations for everyday observations, identify questions and make predictions about scientific investigations. They will follow procedures, record observations and suggest reasons for their findings and data, describe safety and fairness and use diagrams to communicate their ideas. 

Humanities and Social Sciences: 
In HASS this term, students will explain the importance of making decisions democratically and the role of rules by creating rules to implement in their classroom. They will need to share their views on an issue related to rule-making and examine information to identify a point of view. They will propose individual actions in response to democratic issues and communicate their ideas, findings and conclusions in oral, visual and written forms. 

Technologies:
In Technology, we will be investigating the fascinating world of digital systems, hardware, software, and peripheral devices. They will learn about the essential concepts of hardware and software, discovering what makes up the devices they use and the programs that power them, as well as how peripheral devices extend the capabilities of digital systems. Through hands-on activities and discussions, students will gain insights into how technology works and its role in solving everyday challenges. We encourage you to engage in conversations with your child about their technology discoveries as we prepare them for a future where technology is an integral part of our lives. 

The Arts:
This term in the Arts with Miss Orevich, Year 3 will be exploring Media Arts. They will make a 2D stop-motion video using paper collage materials. They will then make a 3D monster sculpture and use it to create an animated ‘Claymation’ video. Students will develop their understanding of the elements of art and consider ways to present their artwork to an audience.

Health and Physical Education:
Physical Education
Students will create and perform movement sequences using fundamental movement skills and the elements of movement.
Health
Students use decision-making skills to select and demonstrate strategies that help them stay healthy and active. They understand the benefits of being healthy and physically active.



Japanese:
In this term, students will use language to explore the concept of community and everyday community interactions. Students will engage with a range of texts of places in the community. They will use a range of language to discuss preferences for items in a store. They will also analyse and understand the systems of language relating to pronunciation and Japanese sentence structure. They will participate in intercultural experiences to compare shopping interactions and experiences in Japan and Australia.

Year 4
English:
This term in English students are learning to create a narrative text from the perspective of a child that engages an audience through the use of language features and narrative text structure. They will be studying the novel Matty Forever by Elizabeth Fensham and looking at the language features used in this text. Students will also learn how images convey meaning through shot size, layout, proximity, angle and perspective. They will read texts and respond to questions identifying literal meaning and explaining inferred meaning. They will describe how stories are developed through characters, events and images.
Finally, they will use a range of language features, paragraphs and topic-specific vocabulary to enhance their writing.

Mathematics:
In this term’s Maths unit, students are focusing on Number and Algebra and Probability. They are building skills in place value, operations, and number patterns, while also beginning to explore simple algebraic thinking. In Probability, students are learning to describe and compare chance events and making predictions based on everyday situations. This includes ordering likilhood of events and identifying if events are dependent or independent.

Science:
In our upcoming unit, students will explore the fascinating world of materials and their properties. From fabrics to metals and plastics, they'll learn how different materials are suited to specific purposes. They'll also describe materials by their unique properties, such as insulation, flexibility and more. Finally, they'll discover how materials are chosen for specific uses and explore how natural materials can be processed.   

Humanities and Social Sciences:
In this HASS unit, students will embark on a journey through time to investigate explorers from the past. Using research skills, they will answer questions relating to European settlement, Captain Cook’s exploration and the significance of his adventures. They will use their chronological thinking skills by sequencing information about exploration events and essential dates in history. Moreover, students will develop their data handling abilities, sorting and representing information using various formats, including large-scale maps. Lastly, students will learn discipline-specific terms and present their ideas, findings, and conclusions in various forms of communication, ensuring a well-rounded and insightful exploration of the past.

Technologies:
In our upcoming technology unit, students will embark on a creative journey exploring the features of technologies to produce innovative design solutions, with a focus on food products. They will design a food product incorporating both modern and traditional technologies. They will explain how these technologies contribute to their design and will annotate their designed solutions, showcasing the integration of these technologies. Additionally, they will explore the needs and opportunities for producing various foods and describe the possibilities for making their food product. It will be an exciting exploration of culinary technology!  

The Arts: 
This term in the Arts with Mr Wills, Year 4 will be exploring Dance stories. Students will describe similarities and differences in dances using the elements of dance. In pairs or small groups, students will choreograph their own dance that tells a story. 









Health and Physical Education: 
In Health, students recognise strategies for managing change in our daily food choices. They will interpret the Australian guide to healthy eating and discuss the influence of health messages on healthy choices. They willl use decision-making skills to select strategies to stay health and will use this knowledge to construct a healthy tuckshop menu.
In Physical Education, students refine the fundamental movement skills of throwing, catching and balancing and apply movement concepts to solve movement challenges in juggling sequences. The 4-6 Swimming Carnival will be held at the Runaway Bay Performance Centre on the 30/10/25. 

Japanese:
In this term, students use language to explore the concept of celebrations and make connections with own experiences. Students will engage with a range of texts about celebrations in Japan, use a range of language to discuss and describe a variety of celebrations, compare celebrations in different countries, analyse and understand the systems of language relating to script recognition and Japanese sentence structure and participate in intercultural experiences to reflect on how participation in certain celebrations shapes identity.










	Homework

	Homework will begin in Week 2. Students will have set days that their Homework is due as per teacher communication.  Homework in Year 4 is intended to consolidate learning and encourage good study habits which are beneficial in later years of schooling. It is expected that students will complete homework and return their completed work to school on the appropriate day. It is encouraged that this is the student’s responsibility.

	Pacific Pines Primary School is dedicated to providing a safe, respectful, and disciplined learning environment for all students, staff, parents, and visitors. To support this, we focus on a specific behaviour focus each fortnight. During Term 4, these lessons will be selected based on behaviour data.
At the beginning of Term 3, our first 3 lessons focused on the negative behaviour areas of disrespect, defiance and disruption. We examined what these behaviours look like in the classroom and playground, and how we could show respect to others so that students can learn and teachers can teach. The remaining lessons were selected in response to the needs of our students.
Beginning Term 4, we will reinforce these behaviours again before focusing on lessons that are informed by our whole school data collected.
Term 4 Lessons
· Week 1: We are responsible and respectful – We follow adult instructions straight away.
· Focusing on teaching cooperative, compliant, attentive and helpful behaviours over defiance.
· Week 2: We can learn when we are calm, focused and engaged.
· Focusing on teaching compliant, respectful, polite behaviours over disruption.
· Week 3: We show respect to others through our words and actions.
· Focusing on teaching respectful, considerate behaviours over disrespect.
· Weeks 4 – 10: TBD
