	From the Classroom

	Curriculum
English:
Year 5
The students will read, view and comprehend texts created to inform the audience They will explain how ideas are developed and how texts reflect contexts. They will create a written informative text, developing and expanding ideas for an audience of their peers.
Year 6
The students will read ‘The Burnt Stick’ text and view the documentary ‘The Last Daughter’. They will compare the informative text and literary text to identify similarities and differences of how the message in the texts is presented.  The students will present a point of view about the effectiveness of literary and informative texts in conveying their message.  

Mathematics:
Year 5
The students are learning to order decimals and use factors and multiples. They will use chance experiments to solve problems.

Year 6
The students are learning to estimate and solve problems involving rational numbers and percentages, identify and explain rules in growing patterns, and create and use algorithms. They will assign probabilities, conduct a chance experiment, run simulations and analyse results to solve a problem. The students are learning to locate and represent points on a number line and ordered pairs on the Cartesian plane, and create tessellating patterns using combinations of transformations.
Science:
Year 5
Students will investigate the properties of light and the formation of shadows. They will investigate reflection angles, how refraction affects our perceptions of an object's location, how filters absorb light and affect how we perceive the colour of objects, and the relationship between light source distance and shadow height. They will plan investigations including posing questions, making predictions, and following and developing methods. They will analyse and represent data and communicate findings using a range of text types, including reports and labelled and ray diagrams. They will explore the role of light in everyday objects and devices and consider how improved technology has changed devices and affected peoples' lives.

Year 6
The students will work in small groups to design an investigation to compare the rate of growth for beans in different types of soil. They will use the Investigation Planner to complete their investigation.  The students will create a poster to show how Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Peoples’ knowledge of the medicinal and nutritional properties of Australian plants, is being used as part of the evidence base for scientific advances.

Humanities and Social Sciences:
Year 5
The students will learn how laws impact on the lives of people in the present. (3 levels of Government). They will describe factors that influence their choices as consumers and identify strategies that can be used to inform these choices.
Year 6
The students will investigate how key figures, events and values have shaped Australian society. They will create a display about Australia’s Federation and create a timeline outlining how Asutralia has come to be over time. Students will describe the rights and responsibilities of Australian citiziens and their obligation as an Australian global citizen.

Technologies:
Year 5
In Digital Technologies this semester students will: 
· Explain the fundamentals of digital system components (hardware, software and networks) and how digital systems are connected to form networks. 
· Design solutions by developing algorithms to address problems. 
· Incorporate decision-making and repetition into their designs. 
· Incorporate user interface design into their designs. 
· Implement digital solutions, including a visual program 
· Explain how information systems and their solutions meet needs and consider sustainability. 
· Manage the creation and communication of ideas and information in collaborative digital projects using validated data and agreed protocols.

Year 6
The students will continue to  investigate how renewable energy can control movement, sound or light in a designed product or system. They design a solution to an environment’s security need and make a prototype of a powered device that is part of the solution.    

The Arts:
This term in the Arts with Mr Wills, 5/6U will be studying Dance. Students will work collaboratively to choreograph a dance routine including a range of elements of dance. Students will describe their dance and use of choreographic devices. 

Health and Physical Education:
In Grade 6 Health, students recognise the influence of emotions and discuss factors that influence how people interact in new situations. Students investigate developmental changes and transitions, and explain the influence of people and places on identities. We look at moving into High School and answering any questions students might have.
 In Grade 6 PE, students perform passing (shoulder and push pass), kicking (punt kick), and catching skills (taking a mark) in game situations. Students propose and combine movement concepts (space, effort, time and relationships) and offensive and defensive strategies to achieve outcomes in ‘All codes’ football
The school swimming carnival for Grade 4-6 Students will be on Thursday 30th October at Runaway Bay Super center.




Japanese:

Students will explore the question ‘What do my interests say about me?’. They will learn about the interests of Japanese children and discuss and compare their own interests with friends. They will also learn words borrowed from other languages to describe their interests and create bilingual profiles.

	Pacific Pines Primary School is dedicated to providing a safe, respectful, and disciplined learning environment for all students, staff, parents, and visitors. To support this, we focus on a specific behaviour focus each fortnight. During Term 4, these lessons will be selected based on behaviour data.
At the beginning of Term 3, our first 3 lessons focused on the negative behaviour areas of disrespect, defiance and disruption. We examined what these behaviours look like in the classroom and playground, and how we could show respect to others so that students can learn and teachers can teach. The remaining lessons were selected in response to the needs of our students.
Beginning Term 4, we will reinforce these behaviours again before focusing on lessons that are informed by our whole school data collected.
Term 4 Lessons
· Week 1: We are responsible and respectful – We follow adult instructions straight away.
· Focusing on teaching cooperative, compliant, attentive and helpful behaviours over defiance.
· Week 2: We can learn when we are calm, focused and engaged.
· Focusing on teaching compliant, respectful, polite behaviours over disruption.
· Week 3: We show respect to others through our words and actions.
· Focusing on teaching respectful, considerate behaviours over disrespect.
· Weeks 4 – 10: TBD
